throughout the territory.  Another very visible archaeological feature are culturally 
modified trees, popularly referred to as CMTs.  These are primarily cedar trees from 
which the bark has been stripped to provide raw materials for basketry, roofing and 
clothing.  The tree continues to live.  A very special feature with great spiritual 
importance to the Lil'wat people is rock art.  There are two kinds.  Petroglyphs are 
images carved into rock outcrops and boulders.  Pictoraphs are paintings, usually 
created using red ochre.  There is a diversity of purpose for rock art ranging from the 
documentation of spirit quests through to directional indicators and maps.  
Archaeological sites provide information about the past that together with oral histories

Fees: $5.00 Day Use 

Campsites: There is no camping at Meager 
Creek Hotsprings.  Users are encouraged to 
camp at nearby Upper Lillooet Campsite at 
36km.  

Access: Road (2 Wheel Drive) 

Facilities: None 

Site Description: Remote and rustic, this site 
offers 3 concrete/rock pools of Japanese hot 
spring design, one change room and one self 
composting toilet. Camping is not permitted 
in this area in this area. No dogs or glass 
containers allowed in hot springs area for 
safety and sanitation. Pools may be slippery. 
Meager Creek is a geologically active area 
with a very hot and dry climate. High risk of 
avalanches in the winter. Spring and fall may 
bring flooding and washouts. Always tell 
someone your trip plans. Please pack out 
your garbage. 

Driving Directions: From HWY 99 in 
Pemberton, drive through Pemberton town 
centre. Turn onto the Pemberton Meadows 
Road. Travel for 27km on this paved road, 
turn right onto the Lillooet River Forest 
Service road. (watch for green directional 
signs) Stay on this dirt road for approx 39km 
(watch for km signs on road). Turn left at 
junction at 39km and drive over a bridge 
(over Lillooet River)- Continue on for another 
8km, staying to the left at the fork. Park only 
in the parking lot, not near the bridge. Do not 
park on the other side of the new bridge over 
Meager Creek. Walk across the bridge, trail to 
hot springs is on the right, just after the new 
bridge. 

 

UPPER LILLOOET CAMPSITE 

 

Campsites: 32 

Access: Road (2 Wheel Drive) 

Site Description: This campsite serves 
campers wanting to use Meager Creek Hot 
Springs, as there is no camping in the vicinity 
of the hot springs due to the geological safety 
risks in each drainage in the Meager valley. 
Upper Lillooet river is accessible from this 
site. This area is often hot and dry. Campfires 
must be completely COLD before leaving 
them. Fire Patrol in the summer. 

Driving Directions: From HWY 99 in 
Pemberton, drive through Pemberton and 
get onto Pemberton Meadows Road. Follow 
this road for approx. 27KM. Turn right onto 
the Lillooet River Forest Service road. Follow 
this dirt road for approx. 36KM (follow KM 
markers on road) Campsite is on the left. 
Watch for rock trucks on this road. 

 

OWL CREEK 

 

Campsites: 15 

Access: Road (2 Wheel Drive) 

Site Description: Open treed area, medium 
sized site, nestled in between the Birkenhead 
River and Owl Creek. There is a small orchard 
of apple trees in the middle of the site - 
watch for bears! Popular fishing spot, usually 
not too busy. The maple trees make it a nice 
site in the fall. Tables, fire rings, garbage 
pickup and outhouses on site.  

Driving Directions: From Pemberton, drive 
North through Mount Currie, past the turn 
off for Lillooet. Stay on the Old Portage Road. 
The site is 4km past Mount Currie on the 
right hand side. Watch for sign indicating 
when to turn off, just after the bridge over 
Owl creek 

STRAWBERRY POINT 

 

Campsites: 4 

Access: Road (2 Wheel Drive) 

Site Description: This large sandy beach is 
very popular, but due to the winter high lake 
levels, there are no more tables or defined 
campsites here, but still a very nice place for 
camping. Walk into beach sites from parking 
lot.  

Driving Directions: From Pemberton, stay on 
the highway and drive through Mount Currie, 
turning right at the Church.  Follow directions 
to the Duffy Lake road. After you drive along 
this road for about 8km, you will see the lake 
and start going up a hill; turn right onto the  
In-SHUCK-ch Forest Service Road. Follow this 
road for approximately 6km. Strawberry 
Point will be on the right hand side.  The 
speed limit on Forest Service Roads is 50km/
hr.  Drive slowly and watch for industrial 
traffic 

 

TWIN ONE CREEK 

 

Campsites: 15 

Access: Road (2 Wheel Drive) Road 
(Motorhome) 

Site Description: A medium sized campsite-
somewhat open on the lake with 2 small 
grassy areas. One or 2 sites can 
accommodate an RV. Small unimproved boat 
launch on site-beware when boating- there is 
a lot of large woody debris in the lake. Twin 
One Creek nearby. Berry bushes on site-
watch for bears. Tables, fire rings, garbage 
pickup and outhouses on site.  

Driving Directions: Follow directions to 
Strawberry Point and continue on the In-
SHUCK-ch Forest Service Road.  Follow this 
road for 9km. Site is on the right side. Drive 
slowly and watch for logging trucks. 

 

LIZZIE BAY 

 

Campsites: 15 

Access: Road (2 Wheel Drive) 

Site Description: Moderate sized rustic site, 
heavily treed, on the shore of the jade 
coloured Lillooet Lake. Nice lakeside 
campsites.  

Driving Directions: Follow directions to 
Strawberry Point and continue on the In-
SHUCK-ch Forest Service Road.  The site is at 
approximately  13km on the lake side. Watch 
for directional signs on FSR.  

 

DRIFTWOOD BAY 

 

 Campsites: 10 

Access: Road (2 Wheel Drive) 

 Site Description: Small treed site on the 
large jade color Lillooet Lake. Gravel/sand 
beach, with driftwood! Drive into sites. A 
large group camping site is available. Dry and 
windy ecosystem-keep fires small and 
contained.  
 
Driving Directions: Follow directions to 

Strawberry Point and continue on the In-

SHUCK-ch Forest Service Road.   Follow this 

road for approximately 16.5km. The site is on 

lake side at approximately 16.5km.  Watch 

for directional signs on FSR.
