On July 16, 2008 Rosemary Stager filed a lawsuit claiming that sk
been wrongfully dismissed by the Mt. Currie Band/L'i'wat Nation
seeking damages of $25,000 from the Band. Included in her claim/+
User Fee deductions. s

The Band defended that lawsuit on the basis that the dismissal
justified, in which case no damages should be paid. The Banc
counterclaimed for payment of outstanding User Fees and other h
related debts amounting to approximately $7,800.

The trial started on November 18, 2009 and was scheduled for three
On the third day, Rosemary Stager asked to drop the charges of wr
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the Band without involving the court. The agreapon resolution is that Rosemary Stager will repay hglf

of what she owes to the Band. She has also agreed to pay her User Fees going forward, as of Ng
20, 2009. The Band will not pay any compensation to Rosemary Stager. Both the Band and Rd
Stager will pay their own legal fees.

All of Chief & Council sees this as a positive outcome as it acknowledges and respects the decisiof
by former Councils, while allowing all of Chief & Council to address the User Fee issue wi
Community today. It is our hope that we will be able to work together as a unified Council. The pj
that we use for moving forward on the User Fee issue will include Community consultation befor
further decisions are made.

Chief & Council will provide regular updates regarding all discussions.
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
